6.  INSTALLATION OUTLINE: 

7.  VEHICLE PREPARATION: 
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If present, remove PGF protective film from rear of 
the roof where antenna is to be mounted.

Measure 260mm (10.25") from left roof rack and 
mark with masking tape.  Align the masking tape 
using the antenna's left side as a guide.  Fig 2

Remove weather-strip from left side of cargo door 
opening.

Apply 150mm (6") of masking tape to the vertical 
edge gutter.

Measure 15mm (5/8") from pen mark to right of 
vehicle and mark position on masking tape with 
pen.

Clean roof with 50/50 alcohol/water solution 
where antenna is to be mounted.

Measure 3mm (1/8") down from top edge of gutter 
lip and use pen to make a horizontal line 
connecting the two pen marks.  Steps 3, 4, and 5 
create the image of the notch to be cut.

Cut the notch with die grinder.

Apply rustproof compound to the cut surface of 
the notch.

Measure 25mm (1") from weld seam at top left of 
gutter to the right of the vehicle and mark position 
on masking tape with pen. Fig 1

Remove masking tape.
Remove burs or sharp edges from the notch.
Blow away metal chips and clean gutter and notch 
with 50/50 alcohol/water solution.

8.  ANTENNA INSTALLATION: 
MURANO

Do not touch or contaminate the cleaned roof or 
adhesive tape on the antenna to prevent reduction 
of adhesive strength.

CAUTION
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Peel tape protector from antenna tail.  Fig. 3

Peel protector from antenna head and apply 20 
lbs. of downward force for 20 seconds while 
rocking hand back and forth across the top of 
antenna to ensure proper adhesion.  Fig 5

Unwrap the antenna cable.

Slide the antenna cable between the left side of 
roof and cargo door and route antenna cable 
connectors behind the left cargo door hinge to the 
notch area.

Place the antenna tail on the roof 260mm (10.25") 
from left roof rail to the left side of the antennal tail 
and align antenna tail flap to the rear edge of the 
roof.  Use the masking tape as a guide.  Fig. 4

Apply pressure along the length of the tail and tail 
flap to ensure good adhesion.

• Do not let the antenna cable rest on floor; it may 
be stepped on and damaged.
• Do not kink the antenna cable.
• Keep crossbar of roof rack at least 360mm (14") 
away from center of antenna.

Antenna cable

•  Make sure the antenna cable remains vertical 
and centered under antenna tail flap in order to 
have maximum wetout surface on both sides of 

tape.

•   Keep vehicle inside at least one hour after 
applying adhesive tape.

•  Avoid works imposing pressure on the 
adhered area including car wash within 48 hours.

During antenna mounting process, make sure 
rubber dust seal "flares" outward while downward 
force is applied.

Masking tape
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To prevent water from entering the cargo area, 
apply 5mm of butyl gum across the antenna cable 
at the point where the cable enters the edge 
protector on the gutter side.  Fig 8

Starting from the gutter side, apply clear tape over 
the butyl gum, edge protector and the antenna 
cable.  Fig 9

Apply 5mm of butyl gum to the antenna cable at the 
point where the cable enters the clear tape.

Keep the antenna cable flat to the vehicle and apply 
black tape over antenna flap and antenna cable.  
Apply clear tape over antenna cable.  Fig 6

Apply clear tape to underside of gutter to prevent 
abrasion.  Fig 7

Place edge protector over notch.  Fig 8

Route the antenna cable over the edge protector by 
laying it into the channel in the rubber.

• Make sure the antenna cable is seated in 
channel on both sides of the edge protector.

• In order to stop water from entering the trunk 
through the clear tape, the clear tape must have 
complete (100%) wet out 5 - 10mm (1/4" - 3/8") 
on all three sides of peripheral boundary and no 
wrinkles.  Fig. 8

• Ensure the antenna cable is entering the clear 
tape at the radius corner.

(32) Fold rear seat backs down and remove (2) 10mm 
bolts that secure the (2) cargo tie-downs on from 
cargo floor trim panel and remove trim panel.

Wrap the antenna cable with sponge tape.  Tuck 
the cable with sponge tape into rear left trim panel.
